provided her huoband "·as not insured under the Annuity Scheme for Clerks' 

\\'idows and Children dated 7th October, 1 �20. 

3. All allowances will cease on re-marriage. 

4. Ko allowance will be granted-

(a) To the \\'idow of a person penoioned before the lst April, 1919, \\ho>e 
average Ralary for the last 3 .Years of his service exceedc<l £800.
