Notes and coin

Separate calendar quarter figures for overseas residents’ holdings of notes
and coin have now been estimated; hitherto, all holdings of notes and coin
other than by the monetary sector were allocated to the non-bank private
sector and were included in all definitions of the money stock as notes and
coin in circulation with the public. Consequently, with effect from this
Bulletin, there are changes to all tables which include calendar quarter
data for notes and coin in circulation with the public, viz. Tables 7, 11, 12
and 19.1n Tables 7 (CGBR and its financing) and 11.3 (Counterparts to
the money stock), overseas residents’ holdings of notes and coin are now
included with external and foreign currency items. Banking month
estimates of overseas residents’ holdings of notes and coin are not available.

The population covered by these tables changes periodically. In mid-May
1982, five contributors joined, having previously only reported quarterly;
their total sterling assets amounted to £84 million, and other currency
assets to £462 million at that date. In mid-August 1982, three contributors
joined; their total sterling assets amounted to £82 million and other
currency assets to £324 million. In January 1983, fifteen contributors
joined the series; their total sterling assets amounted to £457 million and
other currency assets to £4,772 million. At the same time, five contributors
left the series; at mid-December 1982, their total sterling assets amounted
to £151 million and other currency assets to £28 million. In March 1983,
three contributors joined; their total sterling assets amounted to

£67 million and other currency assets to £323 million. Foreign currency
deposits of ‘Other United Kingdom’ and ‘Overseas’ in this table do not
necessarily equal the sum of the corresponding items in Tables 3.2-3.10 for
recent dates. This is because certain deposits which had previously been
misclassified have now been classified correctly in this table, but it has not
been possible to correct Tables 3.2-3.10.

6 UK monetary sector

Forty-three contributors joined the quarterly banking statistics at
end-March 1983, following the completion of the review of banking
statistics (see the article on page 69 of the March 1983 Bulletin). Two levels
are shown for end-March 1983, the first excluding and the second
including these banks.

7 Central government borrowing requirement and its
financing

The table now shows the Issue Department’s transactions in export and
shipbuilding credit, arising from the purchase and resale of promissory
notes related to guaranteed export credit (see the March Bulletin page 22).
This column needs to be added to the total of external and foreign currency
finance to reconcile it with the total of external and foreign currency
counterparts in Table 11.3 and central government external transactions in
Table 19.2.

Estimates of overseas holdings of notes and coin have now beenmade and
are shown separately under ‘external and foreign currency finance’ (see
note above).There was also some rearrangement of the table in the June
Bulletin: in particular, under the ‘monetary sector’ the trustee savings
banks’ claim on the Fund for the Banks for Savings is shown separately
from borrowing by the Northern Ireland Government, and under the
‘other public sector’ the timing adjustment on national savings is shown
separately from ‘other non-marketable debt’. From this Bulletin, the
CGBR has been defined to count as a financing item the balances with the
Paymaster General of certain trading funds classified as public
corporations. These balances, as well as deposits by public corporations
with the National Loans Fund, are included under ‘other non-marketable
debt’. Figures for the CGBR before the second quarter of 1982 have also
been altered by the incorporation of the national savings timing adjustment
back to the second quarter of 1976 and by other minor revisions. (Most of
these changes are internal to the public sector as a whole and do not affect

the PSBR.)
1 4 el institutions in the United Kingdom: external
liabilities and claims in foreign currencies

The break in series at end-March 1983 described in the note to Table 6
above also affects aggregate data in Table 14.1. However, for the
geographical analysis the number of banks contributing for the first timein
March 1983 is only nineteen. There is a consequent small additional

increase in unallocated liabilities and claims.
1 4 e2 Kingdom: maturity analysis by sector of
liabilities and claims in foreign currencies

The break in series between 17 November 1982 and 16 February 1983 is
caused by three changes in the content of the table.

Monetary sector and other financial

Monetary sector institutions in the United

Certain assets are incorporated for the first time in the table, under the
heading ‘other assets’, including marketable securities (other than the
short-term paper contained elsewhere in the table), working capital
provided to overseas offices, and assets leased out under finance leases.
Marketable securities are classified by maturity according to redemption
date. Gold bullion is included for all dates under ‘banks overseas’.

The business of a number of newly reporting institutions has been included
in the table from 16 February 1983, most of it within the figures for ‘other
overseas banks’. The total liabilities of these institutions was $6.4 billion at
16 February 1983.

The ‘3 yearsand over’ category now also incorporates certain unallocated
items, namely overdrafts (which it is not sensible to analyse by maturity)
and any overdue repayments of loans.

1 6 External liabilities and claims in sterling
reported by monetary sector and other financial
institutions in the United Kingdom
The break in series at end-March 1983 described in the note to Table 6
(above) also affects aggregate data in Tables 16.1 and 16.2. For the
geographical analysis forty-four additional banks are either contributing
for the first time at March 1983 to the total, or being introduced into the
geographical breakdown because of growth in their external business; the
net effect of these changes is a reduction in unallocated liabilities and claims.

1 9 Flow of funds

There are two important changes to the tables in this issue:

Notes and coin (line 6). See paragraph at the beginning of these additional
notes. Changes in holdings of sterling notes and coin by overseas residents
have been estimated. Changes in domestic holdings outside the monetary
sector are still attributed to industrial and commercial companies and
persons, but the allocation of the changes has been modified, with the
greater part now going to persons.

Specialist finance leasing companies. These companies are now classified as
other financial institutions rather than industrial and commercial
companies. Appropriate adjustments have been made to entries in lines
where their transactions appear.
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
